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Message from the Coordinator...

We frequently discuss the habitat, stream function
and water quality improvements resulting from the
work that the Siuslaw Watershed Council (SWC)
accomplishes. There are also economic benefits to
local communities from SWC monitoring,
restoration, and education efforts.

Restoration projects, such as large woody debris
(LWD) placement, enhance both aquatic habitat and
the local and regional economy. With LWD projects,
the SWC may purchase logs and contract for the
hauling of logs, and hire local tree fallers and heavy
equipment operators. Even with the larger scale
projects, when companies such as Columbia
Helicopters (an Oregon based business) complete the
work, there are inputs to the local economy as the
Columbia staff stay in hotels in Florence, eat in local
restaurants, purchase supplies, repair equipment, and
more.

During aquatic species passage improvement
projects, including culvert and bridge replacements or
removals, we utilize contractors and make purchases
at local businesses. The SWC contracts or does
business with local heavy equipment operators,
welders, dump truck drivers, gravel pits, lumber
yards, etc. to implement culvert or bridge projects.
Riparian fencing and planting projects can result in
increased stream shading, filtering of nutrients, future
LWD recruitment, and business for many local
enterprises, including forest supply companies,
lumber yards, nurseries, local contractors, and our
own SWC Restoration Field Crew.

Monitoring and education projects also put money
into the local economy. Parts for sampling kits and
some supplies are purchased in Mapleton and
Florence. Local businesses throughout the watershed

are contracted with or patronized by the Siuslaw
Watershed Exploration Camps during the summer,
including watersports shops and grocery stores.

Restoration, monitoring, and education projects not
only produce contracts and purchases for local
businesses, but also create SWC jobs. Throughout
the year the SWC has up to 10 staff members,
ranging from part-time seasonal to full-time year
round.

The SWC implements restoration, monitoring, and
education projects and benefits the local economy
with the support of our funders (through competitive
grants that the SWC earns) and partners. Project
partners and funders include ODFW, Roseburg FP,
Rosboro, International Port of Coos Bay (RR), Lane
County, individual landowners, USFS, BLM,
OWEB, EPA, and more.

In addition to the specific project-related economic
impacts, the SWC works to improve the economy by
supporting numerous other efforts that align with our
mission. The SWC participates in the Siuslaw
Stewardship Group, contributing to the development

Ocean Issues Forum: Changing Climate, Changing Ocean

The 4™ Annual SWC Ocean Issues Forum is focusing on a much-requested
topic: Climate change and the ocean. The forum will cover issues of great
significance to Coastal residents and all Oregonians. Four respected presenters
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Research Institute (OCCRI), will provide a brief overview of climate change.
Bob Bailey, Manager of the Oregon Coastal Management Program, will
summarize potential impacts of climate change on the Oregon Coast. Burke
Hales, Ph.D., from the College of Oceanic and Atmospheric Sciences at OSU,
will address ocean acidification. Jonathan Allen, Ph.D., with the Oregon
Department of Geology and Mineral Industries (DOGAMI), will discuss
waves, coastal erosion, and more. The presenters will participate in a panel
discussion and address audience-submitted questions. The forum will also
include an update on the Marine Reserves process from Anna Pakenham with
ODFW, and Al Pazar, a commercial fisherman and co-chair for the Cape

Most grants
require follow-up visits with photo-point monitoring in years 1, 3, and 5 following restoration project comple-
tion. These visits help to evaluate the implementation methods, identify if maintenance or other follow-up is
necessary, and confirm that the project is still meeting the goals laid out in the project grant application.

¢ Appearance: Herb Robert is an annual or biennual plant with deeply dissected green leaves. When young it
+ is in the form of low-growing rosettes that can overwinter; mature plants are up to 10 inches, with branched

o stems. The leaves turn a deep red in the fall. Stems of mature plants are reddish and covered in short white

¢ hairs that feel slightly sticky. Flowers are five-petaled and usually pink. Herb Robert emits a strong odor
ewhen crushed, earni ng it the ni ckn aDentrdFdimosaok
E Bleeding Heart, for Herb Robert. The two plants can be found in the same habitat and share some physical

s characteristics. However, Bleeding Heart has no hair on its purplish stems and its purplish flowers are heart-
s shaped.

s Reproduction: Herb Robert spreads solely by seed. It develops long pointed seed pods that can eject seeds

« 20 feet from the plant when they are mature. The seeds also stick to passing animals or clothes and are

. transported to new habitats. Seeds are viable in the soil for at least five years.

. Impacts: This noxious weed can out-compete native species of small flowering plants, especially on the edge
E of forestland or in shady areas with disturbed soil. Herb Robert is currently infesting many areas in the

¢ Pacific Northwest. It has been spotted in the Siuslaw Watershed, especially along shady or partly shady

s roadsides.

< Action: If you spot (or smell) Herb Robert on your property it is |
¢ best to pull it up by its shallow roots before it can develop mature
e seeds. You will need to clear an infestation over several growing
E seasons, as the seeds already present in the soil can grow years

s later.

The 2011 Native Plant Distribution was a success!

Over 7000 tree and shrub seedlings were distributed to over 90 watershed
landowners! By now all those seedlings should be in the ground and marked with
flagging tape, helping to restore riparian and stream health. Flagging your
seedlings is especially important as they can be over-taken by competing brush
and be difficult to find and maintain. Flagging them will help reduce the chances
of accidental mowing. Help with brush clearing, flagging and placing protective
tubes around your seedlings is available. Please contact the SWC by calling

assistance. Funding is limited but all requests for help will be considered.

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Volunteer Water Quality Monitoring Program Update

Winter is reluctantly giving way to spring. Recently one of our
water quality monitoring volunteers observed two steelhead
spawning in the creek that runs through his property. Water
quality monitoring in the Siuslaw Watershed continues to occur
monthly at twelve strategically chosen sites throughout the basin. [ 8
Parameters being monitored include temperature, turbidity, dis-
solved oxygen content, and bacterial content. Monitoring hap-
pened on March 15" and 16™ and will happen again April 19"
and 20".
